Coaches, 
 
We are excited about having your team participate in the 2008 KC Metro Football Team 
Camp.

Games 
 
Each team will play 4 games each evening.  Friday’s games will be a situational type 
scrimmage and Saturday’s games will be more of a jamboree style scrimmage. 
 
Officials 
 
We are fortunate to have MSHSAA officials for our team camp.  There will be at least 
three crew members for each game and it will be officiated like a jamboree.  There will 
be quick whistles!  These officials are using our football camp as a training tool for 
football officials. 
 
Trainer 
 
There is a trainer available and a training room is available on-site. 
 
Insurance 
 
Each of your players will be insured from the time that our team camp starts until the end 
of team camp.  Our insurance policy covers each player even if they do not have their 
own individual coverage.  Nationwide Life Insurance Company/Special Risk Office from 
Columbus, Ohio provides insurance for the KC Metro Football Camp. 
 
Meals 
 
Each player and coach will be served a meal after the games are completed each 
evening.  Each team will eat at the school where playing.  Example meal will be similar 
to (2) BBQ sandwiches, chips, and bottled water.  Please supervise players when in the 
serving line. 
 
Shirts 
 
Each player and coach will receive a camp shirt. 
 
Filming 
 
Each school is welcome to film each of their scrimmages.   
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Rain Schedule 
 
Our home field is an artificial (Sprint Turf) turf field with three natural grass fields also 
available.  If we are hit with an intense rain storm we will move all games to the game 
field and if need be we will adjust the schedule for more games on Saturday. 
 
Admission 
 
We are going to charge a $1 donation for any parents, fans, etc. that would like to come 
and watch.  Please make sure that you advertise this.  We are trying to keep the cost of 
the camp down and feel that this will help us pay for some of the expense.

Friday Night Situations 
 
(8) Plays starting at the 35-yard line. 
(4) Plays starting at the 20-yard line. 
(4) Plays starting at the 10-yard line. 
 
Saturday Night Live 
 
There will be 2, 15-minute halves (running clock).  There will be a 5-minute break 
between each half.  The team that starts the first half on offense will start on defense to 
begin the second half.  There are no timeouts and play is over after the 15-minute time 
period has expired. 
 
JV Scrimmages 
 
After each of the varsity scrimmages each night, your JV team will have the opportunity 
to compete against the JV team that your varsity team just played.  They will play 20-25 
minutes and each JV scrimmage should consist of a rotation of 8 plays on offense and 8 
plays on defense for twenty minutes. 
 
Scrimmage Games 
 
Coaches should talk before each scrimmage to determine if the quarterback is live.  
There will be minimal blitzing unless both coaches agree to do so prior to each 
scrimmage.  The goal of this camp is to improve as a team and stay injury free!
